Honor Level Classroom Orientation
A.  Goal


Reward positive behaviors


Teach students to take responsibility for their actions


Change negative behaviors so more time is spent for learning

B.  Levels and their privileges


Level One (0 demerit points) – all rewards and privileges, special drawings


Level Two (1-10 demerit points) – most rewards and privileges

Level Three (11-20 demerit points) – no rewards or Student Council activities, but you may participate in athletic/co-curricular practices if a member of the team.  Student is eligible when back on Level 1 or 2.

Level Four (21+ demerit points) – no rewards or privileges.  Not able to play or compete in contests.  Come to school and that’s it.

The levels are determined by the number of points on the infraction slip (See the attached infraction slip).  Level 1 and 2 lists will be posted regularly in each house.

C.  All Stars


Students who do not receive any infractions the first, second, third quarter and/or fourth quarters can receive a negative one point infraction.  This will delete a one point infraction.  At the end of each quarter students with 3 points or less can go on a planned activity that is arrange by the Teachers.   At the end of the year for the All Stars, students with 3 points or less for the entire year, go on an end of the year activity planned by the teachers.  
D.  How the infraction slip is used

1.  Verbal or written warning (Teachers, be sure when the warning is issued, the student is aware that the next time an infraction will be turned in.)

2.  Infraction slip is given to student if at all possible.
3.  If behavior stops, nothing more is done.  If behavior continues, infraction slip is collected and turned into the office to be recorded.

4.  If behavior continues, an office referral is written out and the child is sent to the office with the infraction slip and referral.

Infraction slips will be used anytime – classrooms, gym, halls, restrooms, library, commons, courtyard, field trips, etc.  Any staff member may issue an infraction.  There are times when warnings will not be issued, such as chewing gum.  Don’t expect teachers to give a warning every single time.  Serious problems such as fighting will result in an immediate office referral
E.  Consequences

1.  15 minute noon detention – to be served in each house.  This is the consequence for your first infraction whether it is a one, three, or five pointer.  One point infractions only result in 15 minute detentions.  The points add up, but the consequence doesn’t get more severe.  Additional three or five point infractions within 14 days continue with the following consequences:

2.  30 minute noon detention.  This is the consequence for receiving a second infraction within 14 days.  One of the infractions must be a three or five pointer.

3.  30 minute noon detention, administrative conference, and parent notification.  This is consequence for receiving a third infraction within 14 days.  Two of the infractions must be three or five pointers.

4.  After school detention.  (3:15-4:00 - Office).  This is the consequence for receiving a fourth infraction within 14 days.  Three of the infractions must be three or five pointers.

5.  One day in-school suspension.  This is the consequence for receiving a fifth infraction.  Four of the infractions must be three or five pointers within 14 days.

F.  Length of a level


The computer will keep your demerits for 14 days from the day the slip was turned into the office.  Think of it as an escalator.  After fourteen days that infraction will drop off.  You will receive a slip in the morning if you picked up an infraction that tells you what consequence you will need to serve.  Ineligibility for levels 3 and 4 becomes effective the day you receive the slip.  If you planned to participate or watch an activity, but can’t, you may come to the office and call your parents to inform them if necessary.

G.  Questioning an infraction


If you feel you did not deserve the infraction, speak to the teacher in an appropriate way at an appropriate time such as after class.  The teacher is the only one who can delete an infraction.  Mr. Carew will not delete infractions unless a teacher tells him to.
