Lunch Room Rules
Goal: Safe and Positive Lunch Room Experience for Everyone

1.   Students are to address cafeteria supervisors by their title: Mr., Mrs., or Miss.

2. Students are expected to utilize the bathroom, as a class, prior to getting into the cafeteria line.  Students must receive permission from the aide to get up from seat to utilize the bathroom (only one boy and one girl will be permitted at a time).

3. Students are expected to be quiet and orderly while in the cafeteria line and on the way to the table.  Running in the hallway is unacceptable.     

4.  Students are expected to sit at their assigned tables and stay seated while eating.  Supervisors will dismiss students to put away their trays by tables.
5. Students are to immediately return to their seats after returning trays and throwing away trash.  The supervisors will dismiss the students to go into the gym or game room.
6. “Inside voices” should be used by students.

7. All food is to remain in the cafeteria or in student’s lunch box.

8. Exchanging of food between students is not allowed.

9. Tables must be cleaned before being dismissed.

10. Students are expected to leave their table, lineup, and remain in line in a quiet and orderly manner.

Consequences for Misbehavior in the Cafeteria
1. Assigned seats at a separate table for a period of days/weeks.

2. Verbal or written notification to teacher, parent or principal.

3. Loss of recess (referral to office necessary).

4. Writing assignment on lunch room rules or other appropriate writing assignment due the next day.

5. Silent lunch (can only be assigned by building principal).
